Larger
than the original.

NGC 457 formerly known as the Owl Cluster. ET features two eyes
and outspread arms.

Line of stars with two brighter ones for the clubhead. NGC752 is the
ball.

Also known as the Engagement Ring with Polaris the diamond.
Visually better than any image.

Diamond shaped kite with tail.

Chain of 7 sparkling stars SE of Alcyone (hence Ally). Often seen,
rarely noticed!

Chain of stars (the waterfall) that ends in open cluster NGC 1502 (the
pool).

Includes 5th mag. stars 50, 51, 53, 65, 67, 69, 72 Tauri.

Includes 16; 18 and 19 Aurigae. SE of the Flaming Star Nebula.

South-west of M38 lies this Smiley Face. Alternative name the
Cheshire Cat.

Lambda Orionis + Collinder 69 in the shape of the Greek letter
Lambda.

Short for "I see 37" - actually NGC 2169. Located west of xi Orionis.
Or is it a McDonalds” "M"? 2 degrees N of Theta UMa.

Boat shape with mast.
An open or 'C' shaped grouping of 10 stars (perhaps a Tiara?).

Supposedly a shark with tight group of 4 stars at its mouth. NW of
M104.

47 and 48 Hydrae are the eyes - 8th mag. stars form the head.

7 stars form the outline of the Emperor’s hat. Difficult if Arcturus
(40’ to N) is in field of view.

14 stars in a 'U' shape; located 1.5 degrees SE of Alpha Circincus.

Wiggly line of 8th and 9th mag. stars.

Fainter copy of the original in Vulpecula.

Faint but distinct pattern (mags. 7 to 10.6). Not backwards in a
reversed telescope.

Mini Cassiopeia - surprisingly similar W shape. Kemble’s
Cassiopeia?

Letter J or fish hook shape.

Probably the most famous asterism. Actually Collinder 399 or
Brocchi's Cluster.

Takes some imagination to see an emu but an interesting group. 29
Cygnus is involved.

Theta Delphini has a spray of fainter stars out from it; including SS
Delphini.

Also called the Toadstool. West of NGC 7025.

Mini Delphinus located on the western (right) edge of the Square of
Pegasus.

One reddish wing tip, one white. NW of M52.
